2.1. Overview
	OBJECTIVES

3) Global Professional Skills- Developing effective communication, team work, leadership, problem solving, networking, critical and analytical thinking, and presentation skills.
4) Cultural and Business Engagement- Providing exposure to Monash University, guest speakers, cultural tours, company visits.
